Regulament propriu privind organizarea si sustinerea examenului de disertatie la
Institutul de Administrare a Afacerilor din municipiul Bucuresti— programul de
masterat Administrarea afacerilor - Executive MBA — sesiunea 2024

I. Organizare:

1. Examenul de disertatie care incheie programul de master Administrarea afacerilor -
Executive MBA consta in prezentarea si sustinerea, in limba englezd, a lucrarii de
disertatie. Sustinerea lucrarii de disertatie este publicd si se desfdsoard in prezenta, in
acelasi loc si In acelasi moment, a comisiei de examen si a examinatului. Disertatia
este elaborata si sustinutd individual, de fiecare masterand dupa absolvirea anului II al
Programului Administrarea afacerilor — Executive MBA.

2. Prin derogare de la prevederile alin. (1), pe perioada instituirii starii de alertd, de
necesitate sau de urgentd, in baza autonomiei universitare, cu respectarea calitatii
actului didactic si cu asumarea rdaspunderii publice, sustinerea lucrérii de disertatie se
poate desfasura si online, pe platforma Zoom. Sustinerea in varianta online va fi
inregistrata integral pentru fiecare absolvent in parte si arhivata la nivelul IAAB.

3. Comisiile de examen de disertatie se stabilesc prin decizia Rectorului IAAB cu
aprobarea Senatului universitar. Componenta comisiilor pentru examenele de
disertatie i a comisiilor pentru solutionarea contestatiilor, precum si numdérul
membrilor acestora nu se modificd pe durata examenului de disertatie. Structura
comisiilor va fi publicd, prin afisare pe site-ul Institutului, la adresa www.asebuss.ro.

4. Comisia de examen de disertatie este formatd din cadre didactice ale Institutului de
Administrare a Afacerilor din municipiul Bucuresti (lectori, conferentiari sau
profesori) cu titlul de doctor. Comisia are un secretar, care poate fi unul dintre
membrii comisiei de disertatie.

5. Conform legii, atdit membrii comisiei de disertatie, cat §i ai comisiei pentru analiza si
solutionarea contestatiei nu se pot afla cu cei examinati sau intre ei in relatie de soti,
afini si rude pana la gradul al IIl-lea inclusiv.

6. Pentru anul universitar 2023-2024, IAAB organizeazd doud sesiuni de sustinere a
disertatiei in lunile iulie si septembrie 2024. Participarea la examenul de disertatie se
face prin inscriere la Directia Academica.

7. La inceputul semestrului 2 al anului II universitar studentii sunt informati despre
procedura de desfisurare a disertatiei (conditiile de inscriere, perioadele de sustinere,
continutul examenului, termene etc.) printr-o prezentare in cadru organizat; procedura
va fi afisatd si pe pagina web a IAAB. Directia Academici din cadrul IAAB stabileste
calendarul organizirii §i sustinerii examenului de disertatie si il comunicd tuturor
participantilor.
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Rezultatul examenului de disertatie se comunici in cel mult 48 de ore de la sustinere,
prin afisare la sediul IAAB, e-mail si pe platforma electronicd a scolii.

Eventualele contestatii privind rezultatele examenului de disertatie se depun in scris la
Directia Academica in termen de cel mult 24 de ore de la comunicarea rezultatelor si
se rezolva in termen de 48 de ore de la data incheierii depunerii contestatiilor de catre
o comisie de analizi si solutionare a contestatiilor, numitd de Rector. Contestatiile se
rezolvd exclusiv in cadrul IAAB iar deciziile comisiei de analizd si solutionare a
contestatiilor sunt definitive.

Conducerea IAAB si comisiile de examen poartd intreaga responsabilitate pentru
organizarea si desfasurarea examenului de disertatie.

Conditiile de inscriere si prezentare la examenul de disertatie:

La examenul de disertatie al programului de master Administrarea afacerilor-
Executive MBA, din sesiunea 2024 se poate inscrie orice absolvent al programului,
care a absolvit integral cursurile programului si si-a achitat obligatiile financiare ale
intregului program Executive MBA sau care a absolvit anterior, cu respectarea
prevederilor din regulamentul financiar IAAB.
Candidatul va solicita din timp coordonarea lucrarii de catre unul dintre profesorii
titularizati ai IAAB pentru a stabili de comun acord tematica, titlul si planul disertatiei.
Profesorul poate accepta sau nu coordonarea disertatiei in functie de numaérul de
lucrdri si/sau tematica propusd de candidat. Dupd alegerea coordonatorului,
absolventul va depune in scris titlul si tema disertatiei la Directia Academici. (Fisa de
inscriere (Anexa 1).
Absolventul poate sustine examenul de disertatie numai daca se inscrie in sesiunea
respectiva. Candidatul se considerd inscris la examenul de disertatie dacd depune la
Directia Academicd, cel tirziu cu 2 (doud) zile inainte de data inceperii sesiunii de
disertatie urmatoarele:

c. Scrisoare de aprobare din partea companiei sau a studentului, dupé caz, pentru
prezentarea studiului de caz
(Case Authorisation) - (Anexa 4; Anexa 5).
d. Declaratia de originalitate a lucrérii de disertatie (Anexa 6).

IT1.Procesul de elaborare si sustinere a disertatiei:
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Lucrarea de disertatie este un proiect individual; ea se elaboreazi si se susfine in
limba engleza.

Titlul disertatiei se stabileste de candidat, cu acordul coordonatorului stiinfific si se
aproba de catre Consiliul facultatii. Structura si continutul disertatiei sunt elaborate de
candidat, cu acordul coordonatorului. La cererea candidatului sau in urma hotérarii
Consiliului facultdtii, o disertatie poate avea 1 — 2 coordonatori.

Schimbarea tematicii sau a coordonatorului la cererea masterandului se poate aproba
de citre Consiliul facultatii numai o data in decursul a doua sesiuni consecutive.
Disertatia se prezintd sub forma unui studiu de caz pe o organizatie din Roménia si
evidentiazd cunostintele asimilate de candidat in timpul desfasurdrii programului de
